I have been asked to provide the answers to the Where in Hankerton competition I set for the Hankerton Street Fayre on August Bank Holiday Monday. Many thanks to all who took part. The number in [square brackets] shows the number of correct answers to the photo.
Photo_01: A very tidy pile of stones in the corner of one of Nick Warren's fields adjacent to the track leading up to Peach Tree Cottage. [5]

Photo_02: The milk churn block at the entrance to Church Farm – opposite the entrance to Brookside Cottage. [10]

Photo_03: This was a photo making a re-appearance from 2014. It shows the plaque placed on the Jubilee Gate at the corner of what many of us think of as “Jack's Field” after the late Jack Cawthra. [7]

Photo_04: This is the remains of a footbridge placed over the Braydon Brook (or Swill Brook) on the Wiltshire Wildlife Trust's Cloatley Meadows Nature Reserve - which was removed after a few months and left high and dry in a field. [6]

Photo_05: This crown is on the telephone box. [3]

Photo_06: This crown and “ER” is on the letter box at the end of Hillwell. The letter boxes at Murcott and at Dolman's Farm were both off the maps used for the Where in Hankerton competition. [10]

Photo_07: One of the old “Follyfield” signs – not at the entrance to Follyfield, but on the wall of Bunny and Beryl's house. [4]

Photo_08: One of the finger-signs to the Church. This is the one at the end of Hillwell near the entrance to Follyfield. The clue is the hedge behind the sign – if this was a photo of the sign at the end of Church Lane the background would have been a view up or down Cloatley Road. [5]

Photo_09: This is a photo of the plaque dedicating the bus shelter to Jack Tugwell. [11]

Photo_10: Sarah's name is shown on one of the notices on the Church Notice Board next to the gate from Church Lane into the churchyard. [8]

Photo_11: The one Commonwealth War Graves Commission grave in the Hankerton churchyard is that of T. H. Smith. [7]

Photo_12: The railings on the new Hankerton Bridge – on the road from the village towards Murcott and Crudwell. [10]
